PULL OUT SINK MIXER WITH QUICK CONNECT

NOTE

Before drilling through the
bench surface, check that
there is a clear area directly
underneath for the sprayer
hose to retract. Allow 750mm
for normal operation.

For bench mounted

installations, use a 35mm

hole saw, to cut a neat
hole through the bench
top.

Remove the Lock Nut,
and Sprayer Hose from

the mixer Hose Outlet.

Feed the Sprayer Hose

through the hole and then
position the mixer over

the hole.

Slide the Rubber Washer, Metal
Washer and Lock Nut over the

mixer threaded tail. Tighten the
